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Please...Read This Before You Call...OK?

Take 3 hours of dual flight instruction and attend 1 safety seminar within a year and you earn a phase in the FAA's pilot proficiency program ("WINGS").  On this weekend we randomly pair you with a volunteer CFI for the dual and put on a variety of free seminars.  Other dual instruction you received in the past year may count as will other seminars you attended. So bring your logbook/record of dual and proof of seminar attended for credit.

Fly your airplane or a rental to HAO at one of the times shown below.  No airplane?  Come anyway.  There's always a variety of airplanes to rent.  If you can't be legal PIC (no medical or no BFR), we'll find a CFI who can act as pilot-in-command.

Don't call in advance.  We don't take reservations.  

Just plan to arrive at HAO in time for any flight session.  Register at the wings tent and hang around while we match you with a volunteer CFI. You'll talk,, discuss your needs and any credit for previous dual.  Then check weather with FSS and go fly. Afterward, your CFI will sign your logbook and registration card.

Before or after you fly, attend any seminar shown below and get your card signed (or present proof of another seminar attended within 12 months). Turn in your stuff at the wings tent and you receive a certificate and the appropriate wings pin.  For you first-timers it's Phase I.  Others are up to phase 20 by now!

Because you'll get genuine tin wings and a certificate signed by me. Oh, and earning a phase satisfies FAA's flight review requirement (Part 61.56), so it means you won't need a BFR for 2 more years. You'll probably get a discount or upgrade on liability insurance, too. Most importantly, you'll polish skills we all allow to "tarnish"...crosswind landings, soft field takeoffs, emergency procedures, holding, GPS approaches (yes, most of the CFI's are "double-I's and can give instrument competency checks).





Can I get something to eat or drink at the airport?
